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FLU SHOTS AVAILABLE

A limited supply of flu shots is available at the North Arlington Health Department

by appointment only for residents 18 years of age and older.

PLEASE NOTE: HIGH DOSE FLU VACCINE APPROVED FOR SENIORS 65
AND OLDER IS NOT AVAILABLE.

The vaccine is offered free of charge for those covered by traditional Medicare Part
B. Medicare card MUST be presented at the time of immunization. There will be
a $20 fee for those under 65 who are not covered by Medicare. Anyone over 65

without Medicare coverage will be charged $15.

Annual vaccination for the flu is especially recommended for adults age 50 and
over and for those who have chronic conditions, such as: heart disease, lung
disease, kidney disease, diabetes, severe anemia and conditions which require
immunosuppressive therapy, as well as for those who can spread influenza to those

at high risk.
